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SPELLING ACTIVITIES

Easy ways to practice spelling every week:

· Write the spelling words five times each.

· Make a set of flash cards for studying your words.

· Write a sentence with each word and illustrate each one.

· Type the words five times each on the computer.

· Write the spelling words in ABC order.

FUN ways to practice your words:

· Word Faces-  Make word faces with your spelling words.  Draw a circle.  Write the spelling word for the smile.  Make the eyes with the first and last letter of the word.  Make the nose with the middle letter/s.

· Rainbow Words-  Write your spelling words one at a time.  Use different colored crayons to outline the word to make a rainbow word.

· Story Time-  Write a story using your spelling words.  Try to use them all.  Draw a picture to go with your story.

· Poker Chip Mix-up-  Purchase inexpensive poker chips and write the letters of the alphabet on them with a marker.  You will need to make several of the commonly used consonants and vowels.  Choose the chips that contain the letters of one of your child’s spelling words.  Give them to him/her without telling which word and ask him/her to spell it.  

· Eating Your Words-  Buy a box of alphabet shaped cereal at the store.  Pour a cup of the dry cereal onto the table.  Have your child spell the spelling words from the letters in the cereal.

· Consonant & Vowel Search-  Write your spelling words.  Underline the consonants and circle the vowels.

· Back-rub Spelling -  Both you and your child need to sit on the floor.  He/she should be facing your back.  As you call out spelling words, your child will draw the letters on your back. 

· Word Sort-  Write your words in two or three columns showing ways you can sort your words.  Look for spelling patterns, similar beginning & endings, rhyming words, action & naming words, etc.

· Scrambled Words-  Write the spelling words scrambled.  Have your child unscramble them.

· Hidden Words-  Write the spelling words hidden in other letters.  Have your child find the words, circle them, and write them.

· Sweet Words-  Spread whipped cream on the table.  Have your child write the words in the whipped cream as you say the words.

· Word Scrabble-  Use a Scrabble game board and tiles to practice spelling the spelling words.  Try to make it into a game!  (This is my son Nick’s favorite spelling activity(!)
· Spelling Puzzles-  Write each word on a 4X6 index card with a marker.  Cut each card in half, creating a jagged edge on both sides.  Mix up the cards and have your child sort them and find the match to complete the puzzle.

Have fun practicing!
