August 22-26 
	Reading
	This week, we practiced choosing “IPICK” books for reading. These are books that are on the students’ 3rd grade level reading, that are interesting, and that serve a purpose. We also practiced three ways to read a book (reading the pictures, reading the words, retelling the story). We discussed and practiced what it looks like to read to self and read to someone. We will begin our first unit in LEAD 21 next week. We will be studying changes.

	Writing
	In writing this week, we took our first spelling test. We also began talking about the writing process and what that should look like in our classroom. As a group, we brainstormed ideas for the topic, A Day in the Life of… We began generating our prewriting ideas for the stories. As table groups, the students began to work on their ideas. Together, we will work through the entire writing process to publish a class book. We will continue our work on this next week.

	Math
	This week in math, we finished Topic 1: Numeration. We practiced ordering and comparing numbers, using both a number line and symbols (<, >, =). We ordered numbers from greatest to least and least to greatest. We also talked about a problem solving strategy—making an organized list. The students practiced reading clues and creating numbered lists in order to help them solve the problem. We reviewed for the test on Friday, and will review again on Monday. The test will be on Tuesday. Normally, I do not give homework on Fridays. With the way our topic 1 test lands, the students will have until TUESDAY to complete the Topic 1 review. I like to give the students more than 1 night to complete the review because it is longer. 

	SS/Science
	In science, we learned more about organisms and their environments. We discussed why certain organisms cannot live in a different environment. We played a clue game in which students had to guess the environment, based on three clues. We also began reading in our science textbooks. We read about types of organisms, organisms and their environments, and rainforest environments. We will continue reading in science next week.
