	Reading
	This week, we continued learning about changes in our LEAD 21 books. We practiced inferencing this week, along with plural nouns. We used our inferencing skills to guess what was in Miss Angles’ “mystery bag.” The students were also able to make a “mystery bag” and try to guess their classmates’ items. We also worked on making nouns plural. We practiced looking at the end of a noun to decide if we need to add an –s, -es, or –ies ending. On Thursday and Friday, the students completed reading rotations to read a new book with me, practice plural nouns with a buddy, and work on word work to review these two skills. 

	Writing
	In writing this week, we continued to work on our class book, A Day in the Life of a Watch. We finished our revisions to our story. Next week, we will edit our story to make it correct.

	Math
	This week in math, we practiced rounding numbers in order to subtract them. We worked on making equations balances by checking that both sides were equal. We wrote equal or unequal. We also practiced solving for n. For example, n-10=12. Finally, we learned how to check that our answer is reasonable. We are really working on the skill of reading in math. I have noticed many errors made simply by not reading the question fully or not answering the correct question. On Thursday, we reviewed Topic 2 and on Friday we took the test. On Friday, we also had our first addition timed test. We will continue to take these addition/subtraction timed tests until we get to multiplication timed tests. We will began Topic 3: Using Place Value to Add and Subtract on Monday.

	SS/Science
	We studied changes to the environment this week. We learned how environments can change. We studied slow environmental changes, such as rock wearing away and fast environmental change, such as forest fires.
