Creative Project Choices for Biographies
1. Act It Out: Choose a scene from your person’s life.  You may use costumes and props for your performance.  

2. Book Box: Choose 5 artifacts from the book that illustrate events in their lifetime.  Be prepared to discuss why you chose each object.

3. Brochure: Create a brochure about your person.  You may make it by hand or use a computer program like Microsoft Publisher.

4. Collage: Choose an idea or an event from their life as the subject of a collage.  Use old magazine pictures or other media.

5. Diary:  Pretend you are the person you chose to read about.  Write a few pretend diary pages that they might have written.

6. Diorama:  Create a diorama using a shoebox to illustrate part of their life.

7. Interview:  Pretend you are interviewing that person.  Write at least 10 questions.  Include answers that they might give in an interview.

8. Letter: Write a letter to that person from the book asking questions. Use correct letter format.

9. Mobile: Draw different objects from the story.  Make them into a mobile.

10. Model: Create a model of something from their lifetime.  Examples: house, rocket, log cabin

11. Mural: Create a mural about the main events in their life.

12. Newspaper: Create a newspaper telling about the person you chose.  Include sections found in the newspaper: local news, weather, sports, editorial, etc. 

13. Poem: Write a poem about the person you chose.  Use strong word choice.

14. Poster: Make a poster of the person.  You may use various types of media: paint, crayons, chalk, paper, ink, real materials, etc.

15. Postcard: Pretend you are that person from your book.  Write and design a postcard that that person might send you or another person from their life.
16. Reporter: Describe a part of the story as if you are an on-the-scene reporter.
17. Timeline: Create a timeline.  Put the main events in their life in the order that they happened.

18. Venn Diagram: Make a Venn diagram comparing yourself to the person you chose.  Include both physical and personality traits.  

19. Other: Choose a project other than the choices on this list.  You must get your teacher’s permission before you complete the project!
