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ULE A: When you add 9, the answer is 1 less than adding 10.
XAMPLE: 10 9
80, -l
17 16
RULE B: When you add 9, think 1 less than the other number and
put it “in the teens.”
EXAMPLE: 9 + 7 = ? Think: 1 less than 7 is 6.
Then put 6 “in the teens” to make it 16.

ACTIVITIES:

1. Make and use flash cards for +9. Have your child explain the
“9’s trick” (rule) to you.

2. Make flash cards that show only the sums for the +9 facts. Use them
with your flash cards and play Concentration. Shuffle the sum cards
with the fact cards. Lay all of the cards face down in rows of 5. The
first player turns over any 2 cards. If a fact matches a sum, the
player keeps both cards and then takes another turn. If the cards do
not match, the player puts them face down again and his/her play is
over. The next player takes his/her turn and follows the same rules,
and so on.

3. Fact family: Make triangle flashcards for the above facts. Write the
sum on the top of triangle in red. Cover a corner and quiz your child.
