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2ULE: When you add “neighbors”, solve the smaller double and add 1.
Neighbors” are numbers that are next to each other on the number line.

XAMPLE: 8+9=7? If8+8= 16, then 8 + 9 = 17.
(Hint: Always choose the smaller double.)

=ACTS: '
3 4 4 5 5 6 6 7 7 8 2B 9

\OTE: This is typically the HARDEST set of addition facts for second
jraders to memorize! You might need extra practice time!

ACTIVITIES:
1. Make and use flash cards for related doubles. At first, have your child

say out loud: "4 +4 =8, s0 4+4+5=9"

2. Fact family: Make triangle flashcards for the FACTS. Write the sum
on the top of the flashcard in red. Cover one corner and quiz your child on

the missing number.

3. Play War using flash cards. Deal all the cards evenly between the two
players, and place them fact down in stacks in front of the players. Each
player then turns over a card, and the player with the larger sum keeps
both cards. If the sums are the same, there is a war. Each player puts one
card face down and one face up. The player with the larger sum gets all
the cards. The game ends when one player has all the cards and thus wins.
