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Honesty

Today we read the story Olivia Saves The Circus by Ian Falconer.  We learned the importance of being honest and not making up stories.  This story helps students understand the virtue of honesty when they hear Olivia exaggerate the truth about her trip to the circus.  We discussed honesty and why it is important to tell the truth even if you might get in trouble.  We always feel better when we tell the truth.  It’s fun to use your imagination to tell stories too.  Just remember to say “I made this story up.”    We also discussed honesty and presents!  Next, the students practiced being honest by playing the game Heads Up, Seven Up.  Boy did we have fun!
