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Cooperation

Today I began the lesson by reading them the story Zinnia and Dot by Lisa Campbell Ernst.  Zinnia and Dot learned working together and cooperating can lead to great things as well as having fun together.  Next students had the opportunity to practice cooperation in small groups.  Each group was given a circle of yarn, and students were asked to stand holding the yarn with one of their hands.
