Today we used Joy Berry’s book about Lying to get a good idea about the difference between a fantasy, a mistake and a lie.  We then read a story, Is That True by Pamela Hill Nettleton.  This book contained letters with questions about truth telling.  The students helped answer the letters.  We discussed why honesty is the best policy, and used an activity with some coins and a bucket of water to demonstrate this.  We found that it’s much harder to cover up a lie than to just tell the truth to begin with.
