McKissack.  The students sympathized with Libby as she struggled to figure out that even though it is always wrong to tell a lie, there’s a right and a wrong way to tell the truth.  Next, we discussed several senarios students may find themselves in to decide appropriate ways to handle different situations.   Example: A student sitting next to you asks what you think about the picture they drew, and you really don’t like it.  What is a respectful way to handle this situation, while still being honest?
Questions to discuss at home:

1) Why is it important to be honest?

2) Why does it seem that telling the truth isn’t always so easy?
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
