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Listening Skills


Today we talked about the importance of being a good listener.  We made a t-chart comparing the qualities of good listeners versus poor listeners.

We talked about times that are especially important to listen, like when the teacher is giving directions or parents give them instructions about something they want them to do.  I tied this to the Morse Code of Responsibility, as it is their responsibility to get the information they need to do what’s expected.  Then, just for fun, we did an activity which emphasized good listening skills.  The students were split into groups, each group was to listen for their key word (Tony, Coach, or First Downs).  When they heard their word, the students were to give their assigned response. The kids even decided to try a second time.
