
Listening

Today we talked about the importance of listening.  I read the book Listen Buddy by Helen Lester, which was a story of a little bunny who ended up in quite a mess when he didn’t listen carefully to others when they spoke to him.  The students decided that it wasn’t because he couldn’t hear, but rather that he wasn’t really paying attention that caused him so much trouble.  We talked about times that are especially important to listen, like when the teacher is giving directions or parents give them instructions  about something they want them to do.  Just for fun, we practiced being careful listeners by doing a color chant and coloring an I Care Cat Listening sheet.

Questions to discuss at home:

1. When might not listening get me into trouble?
2. How can someone tell when I am listening to them?
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
