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 Saying what you mean and hearing what is said are problems that we experience in communication even between two people.  You can imagine how these problems can escalate when you have more than two people involved.  Rumors are certainly a good illustration of this problem; they seem to grow bigger and better with each telling.  Today the students did an activity that involved drawing an imaginary picture on each person’s back.  We noticed how things changed each time a new person drew the same picture.  We then discussed rumors and how they impact their lives.  Next, we discussed how we can stop rumors or choose not to be a part of them.

Questions to discuss at home:

1) What happened during the activity?

2) What did the activity tell us about communication?

3) How was this activity like rumors?

4) What steps can you take to prevent rumors from spreading?
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
