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Should I Speak Up

Today we watched, “Should I Speak Up”.  Children have a hard time distinguishing between when it’s appropriate to get an adult’s help or when to attempt to solve the problem on their own.  Students know that being a tattletale will make them very unpopular, but sometimes situations arise which are unfair, or even dangerous, and they must decide whether or not to tell.  This video helps children grasp the importnace of thinking through a situation and understanding that there are times when they have an obligation to say what they know.  The video had 4 parts including:  speaking up versus tattling, reconizing that there are certain situation where telling is the right thing to do, understanding the kinds of problems that can arise from not speaking up, recognize that they have responsibilities to other as weell as to themselves to say what they know.
