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                Teambuilding/Listening Skills
Today, we began by putting the class in a circle.  Students were told that during this activity each person would have an opportunity to tell something special about themselves.  Each student began the activity by stating their full name and something about themselves.  Then, while holding onto the end of the yarn, they rolled the yarn ball to someone across in the circle.  This process continued until all shared and a “spider web” pattern had been created.  The students evaluated their listening skills during the activity and we discussed how they needed to make changes within themselves to be successful listeners.  We also discussed the consequences of our actions when we choose not to listen to others.
