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Today, I read the story “Bunny Business” by Nancy Poydar.  In the story, the class is getting ready for the spring play, but Harry has not been listening and everyone is afraid he will mess it up.    We then talked about the responsibility of being a good listener and what a good listener looks like.  Some examples of good listening include facing forward, raising your hand when you have questions, keeping your eyes on the person talking, and of course, not playing with things in your hand.  We made bunny ears to go along with the story and remind us to keep our ears open.  We ended by making a list of distractions that often keep students from being able to listen (playing with pencils, slamming our drawers, not raising our hand, the pencil sharpeneretc.)
Questions to discuss at home:

1. How can someone see if I am being a good listener?
2. What is a distraction?  
3. Should distractions keep me from listening?
What distracts you?

What can I do to listen?
