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Problem Solving & Honesty


Today we talked about problem solving with friends.  We used the game Candy Land to illustrate the number of problems that can come up in a game.   Students discussed problems such as who goes first/second/third…, who gets to be what color, where should the cards be, what if someone draws a card and has to go all the way back, etc.  We also discussed the importance of being honest in a game and how this can cause problems.  For example, students sometimes move to the wrong space or pick up more than one card.  How do you handle it when this happens?  We reviewed “I Messages” and feeling words we can use and watching the way we talk to each other when there is a problem.  This was a fun lesson to review the skills we have worked on this year. 
Questions for discussion at home:

1) Why should you be honest when playing a game?

2) How did your group decide who goes first and what color everyone would be?

3) Were there any problems in the game?  Were you a good winner/loser?
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
