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                Cliques
Today, we concentrated on cliques.  Your child viewed a program called “We’re In, You’re Out”.  Belonging to a group or clique composed o others like them in natural and healthy.  It fosters feelings of competence and self-esteem, and provides children with much needed affirmation and a sense of identity.  But while belonging to a clique has benefits, membership can also have its downside.  The goal of “We’re In, You’re Out” is to give students not only a positive look at cliques and why so many kids join them, but also clear insight into cliques potentially negative impact on individuals and groups.  
Questions for discussion at home:

1) Is it possible to belong to more than one clique?
2) When your interests differ from those of other clique members, what should you do?

3) What should you do if your clique forces you to conform or wants to exclude others? 
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
