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Today we discussed what does “being organized” look like and feel like.  Many of the students provided excellent organizational strategies. However, when looking at many of their desks, it appeared a large number of students do not practice what they preach.  So after our quick discussion, I read the story Pigsty by Mark Teague.  This is a delightful story illustrating the consequences of living everyday in an unorganized room.  After discussing the story, the children were put into teams of 4.  They each had a “jumbled” basket and I asked them to pretend this was the inside of their desk.  They worked together as a team to organize the material.  After their success, they each had a chance to improve their own desk.
Questions for home discussion:

1) What is the consequence of having a disorganized desk or room?

2) What do you do with the papers you get back from your teacher?  What do you say to yourself?

3) Do you think we should organize your bedroom?  If so, how do we keep it that way?
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
