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Friendship & Diversity
Today in class, I showed two boxes, one beautifully wrapped with an old rag, and one was wrapped in dirty brown paper with candy in it.  I had the students pretend it’s was their birthday and they got to pick one of the packages.  We opened the box that they chose.  We talked about how sometimes people are like the package, pretty on the outside, but not so nice on the inside.  Then we open the second box.  Explain that people are sometimes like this package, that people can look different than you and be wonderful on the inside.  We then read Why Am I Different?
