Today we discovered what WHOLE BODY LISTENING looks like and how teachers know if you are being a whole body listener.  We did an interactive book to help the students understand.  While listening to the book and its directions, students had to listen with their whole body (facing forward, eyes on the speaker, ears ready, brain in the group).  We also noticed students who were showing whole body listening skills were making the other students feel comfortable and happy in their classroom.  We learned it is difficult to be a whole body listener, but if you are, all the students benefit.  It really tied together the importance of listening and keeping your hands to your self, the two skills we have been working on the first quarter.
