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Today’s lesson focused on how to create a positive “classroom community”.     The student’s participated in an activity with a yardstick labeled “Classroom Community” and string.  The object of this activity was to see if the students in groups of five are able to work together by raising the yardstick located flat on the floor into a standing position by pulling on their individual strings.   Can one individual complete this activity alone or will it take all of them working together?  
     
The students discussed aloud that by “Pulling together” the class will be able to accomplish more than each person can by themselves.  With everyone doing their share, working and playing together as a team, your class will be stronger and happier.  
Questions for discussion at home:

1) What did you learn about working together from the activity?

2) Why do you think it is important to be aware of your behaviors when working in a group?

3) Explain what happened when one person in the group pulled to hard?  How did that affect classroom community? 
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
