Poetry Portfolio:
Targets:

The student can paraphrase and summarize poetry as a means of discovering author’s purpose

The student can find the main idea of a poem as it relates to the theme.

The student can compare and contrast short stories and poems.
The student can make inferences and draw conclusions about poems.

The student can utilize literary devices to discover the mood and tone of a poem.

Students will be responsible for composing a poetry portfolio at the completion of this poetry unit.  The poetry portfolio will be composed of the following:
The following is the amount of work expected to earn a C:

Three poems analyzed with TP-CASTS: Two of the three TP-CASTS must be traditional poems of at least 10 lines. The third TP-CASTS may be any poem or song that the student chooses. All three analyses must include all seven elements of TP-CASTS and should be typed for credit. These three TP-CASTS may not be over poems or songs analyzed in class.
In-Class Assignments: TPCASTS from class (“The Road Not Taken”, “Dream On”, Song of choice), imitation poetry, Jabberwocky story, honors symbolism worksheets (“Blackbird and “Do Not Go Gentle”), Limerick marked with meter and rhyme scheme, and poem with personal reflection from Poetry Café.
The following is the amount of work expected to earn a B:

The student must complete all of the above AND

Main Idea Reflection: Develop one of the following prompts related to in class work into a three paragraph reflection based on your own thoughts and what we’ve discussed in class.

Compare and Contrast Langston Hughes’ America to Walt Whitman’s America.  How does this relate to what you believe it means to be an American?

What processes should one follow in order to make tough decisions?  What have you learned about decision making from “The Road Not Taken?”
How can someone use nonsense words in order to construct a story?  How does “Jabberwocky” tell a coherent story, despite the fact that about 50% of it is comprised of made-up words?
The following is the amount of work expected to earn an A:

The student must complete all of the above AND

One self-selected poems with rationale: The student should include one poem that he or she has found and can relate to personally.  This poem must include a one paragraph reflection explaining why the student connects to this specific work.  
One self-composed poem expressing a similar theme: The student needs to develop one poem related to the same theme as the self-selected poem.  This poem may be in any form that the student wishes.

Composition: These poetry portfolios may be composed in any way the student sees fit.  They may be stapled, bound, in a folder, in a three-ring notebook, etc.  All elements of the portfolio MUST be in the following order:

Main Idea Reflection (if included)


One self-selected poems with reflection (if included)

One self-written poems (if included)

All poems and analyses included in this portfolio must be TYPED (Times New Roman, size 12 font) for credit.  Handwritten portfolios will not be accepted.
