· A government in which one rules 
Oligarchy

· A government in which only a few people have power
· Rich landowners, aristocrats, ruled
Tyranny

· A government in which a leader holds power through the use of force
Democracy

· A government in which people rule themselves

· Cleisthenes is sometimes called the father of democracy

· Direct Democracy:  All citizens could participate directly in gov

· Representative Democracy:  citizens elect officials that represent them in government
