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City-States

· Polis = city-state

· Classical Age of Greece is marked by great achievements

· Acro (high) polis (city) = acropolis = high city

· Not all lived inside city-state; Farmers lived outside city, but came inside city wall for protection and trade in the Agora (outdoor market place)

· Served as protection and identity

· Citizens were expected to participate in economy and gov. of each city-state

Colonization
· After time, Greece settled down.  People were no longer afraid of constant raids

· People had time to think about world and how to improve lives

· Colonies were established all around the Med. and Black Seas (Helped with trading and spreading Greek culture)
