· Menes rose to power in Upper Egypt

· Lower Egypt wore red crown

· Upper Egypt wore white crown

· Menes unites the two kingdoms and becomes the first pharaoh

· Wears a double crown:  red and white

· Menes founded Egypt’s First Dynasty:  series of rulers from the same family

· Kept Egypt in order
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· Majority of people were at the bottom of pyramid

· Good:  had a lot of people to do work and projects

· Bad:  always a chance for a rebellion
