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Writing

· Hieroglyphics – Egyptian writing system

· Written on papyrus – long lasting paper-like material made from reed-like plant

· Over 600 symbols used representing sounds.

· Rosetta Stone unlocked the language of hieroglyphics

· Written in three languages

· Hieroglyphics

· Demotic (early form of Greek)

· Greek

Temples

· Place to worship the gods; homes to the gods

· Contained sphinxes – imaginary creatures with the bodies of lions and the heads of other animals or humans 
· lined the entrances to temples
· Obelisk – a tall, four-sided pillar that is pointed on top

· Lavishly decorated with colorful paintings and hieroglyphics

· Only priests and pharaohs allowed inside 

· Temple at Abu Simbel – carved out of sandstone cliffs; four 66-foot tall statues of Ramses

Art

· Art was produced on material made from natural resources

· People’s heads and legs are always drawn sideways but bodies faced forward.

· Animals drawn realistically

King Tut

· 1922, Howard Carter discovered his tomb

· Primary resource: his tomb and all its treasures
