· They traded with each other; lived in peace #2
· Kush becomes too powerful and Egypt fears them, so they attack first and make Kush part of Egypt. (lasts 450 years) #3

· As a result, Kush adopts a lot of Egyptian practices #4
· Egypt starts to crumble and loses power in the New Kingdom.  Kush regains power and attacks Egypt and wins. #5
· Assyrians defeat Kush in battle and drive them out of Egypt #6
