Read through the whole set of instructions before you begin planning.  You must complete at least the Knowledge and Application Levels.  Students who have demonstrated mastery through the flower unit should also complete the Enrichment Level to take their thinking and learning to a higher, creative level.
Knowledge Level:

Build a 3 dimensional flower model based on diagrams from class or other resources.  Label and include a brief explanation of the function of these structures:

1) pistil

a) stigma

b) style

c) ovary

d) ovules

2) stamen

a) anther

b) filament

c) pollen

3) petals

4) sepals
5) stem

6) leaves
Application Level: 

Write an explanation for each of the following about your flower and include it in your display somehow: 

1) Explain whether this is a monocot or dicot and how you can tell.

2) Explain what type of pollinator this flower would have based on its structures.  Think about color, smell, shape, etc.

3) Explain the method of seed dispersal this flower will use.  If it’s an animal dispersal, what type of animal will it be and why.

Enrichment Level: 

Instead of basing your model on an existing flower, design your own.  You will still complete the Knowledge and Application Levels, but you have the freedom to design the structures listed above however you want, as long as they have the same function.  They must have a reasonable explanation, but the structures, pollinator, and seed dispersal can be science fiction and totally your design.
