	Missouri Compromise


	Northern Perspective:
Missouri would enter as a slave state upsetting the balance of power in the Senate

Southern Perspective:
Southerners wanted to expand slavery in the Louisiana Purchase
	1) Missouri would be a slave state

2) Maine would be a free state

3) No slavery north of the 36’ 30“ line
	Northern Perspective:

Maine was a free state
Restricted slavery north of 36’30”
Southern Perspective:
Missouri was a slave state
Slavery could still exist south of 36”30”



	Compromise of 1850


	Northern Perspective:

Northerners wanted California admitted to the Union without conditions or compromise even though it would give free states an advantage in the Senate
Southern Perspective:
Southerners did not want to upset the balance of power in the Senate or give the free states an advantage
	1) California would be a free state

2) The rest of the Mexican Cession would be federal territory where the slavery issue would be decided by popular sovereignty

3) Texas would give up land to receive federal money

4)  Slave trade would end in Washington D.C.

5) Stronger Fugitive slave law
	Northern Perspective:

California entered as a free state
Slave trade would end in Washington D.C.  more of a symbolic victory
Southern Perspective:
Popular Sovereignty in Mexican Cession might allow slavery
Stronger Fugitive Slave law would benefit slave holders
