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We need to get to know each other better, and here’s how we’re going to do it.   You’re going to bring at least five primary source documents/items to school in a bag, paper, plastic, or cloth it’s up to you.  You’re going to present these items to me and your classmates.  You will explain why they were important to you and how they help describe your summer.  

The first item must be a map/or diagram so you can show us where you went or what you did.  The map/diagram could show cities, states or countries you visited.  The map/diagram could be of a national park, a theme park or some other destination.
The second item must be an original source paper item.  For example, it could be a postcard, menu, ticket stub, or cash register receipt, etc.
The third item must be a photograph of you, with or without your family and friends.  It must be from this summer.
The fourth item must be an artifact from this summer.  It doesn’t matter if it comes from your home or a place you visited as long as it was important to your summer.  Examples:  Camp t-shirts, a baseball from a Royals’ game, souvenir or something significant from your summer. 
The fifth item is entirely up to you as long as it is a primary source.  See page H3 in your textbook.
You’ll be graded on your presentation skills, organization, and the five items you bring.  This is a real easy way to start the year off with an A.  You may be required to present on either Friday August 20, or on Monday, August 23, depending on the order of presenters, but you should be prepared to present on Friday.  You’ll want to practice your presentation before it is due on Friday, August 20.
