CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS

TEXTBOOK
Geometry, Prentice Hall. Contrary to student opinion, mathematics books can (and are expected to) be read. You can gain a great deal of understanding about the language and logic of mathematics from extensive reading and working through the textbook examples. In addition, there are many technology resources available through the online textbook support at www.pearsonsuccessnet.com. 
SUPPLIES

1.
Math notebook – A math notebook is REQUIRED. Use a 1½” to 2” 3-ring binder with loose-leaf paper. You will need dividers for several different sections (Homework, Notes, Daily Quizzes, Handouts).

Pencils and Red Pens – Bring at least one pencil and one red pen to class every day and be prepared.

3.
Calculator – You need to bring a scientific calculator to class every day. Graphing calculator is not required.
4.
Miscellaneous – One box of Kleenex to donate to the class.
TIPS FOR SUCCESS
1. Bring your supplies to class every day.

2. Take notes and keep your notebook organized.

3. Read your textbook.

4. Practice your skills by doing the homework.

5. At the first sign of confusion, anxiety, or frustration, ask questions and seek help.

ATTENDANCE/TARDIES
Daily attendance is a must as each lesson builds on the previous one. If you have an excused absence, you have two days for every day absent to make up missed assignments. It is your responsibility to check the website, obtain missed notes, and make up any homework or tests/quizzes. In addition, if you are absent on a quiz/test review day and no new material is covered, you will be required to take the test the day you return. 
You are expected to be in class on time with your required supplies. School tardy policy will be followed.
CELL PHONES 
Cell phones should be placed in the cell phone caddy at the beginning of each class. Students may collect them at the end of the period. Cell phones that are visible during class will be given to the office for parent pickup.  School technology policy will be followed.
HOMEWORK
Success in math comes with effort and practice. Homework is designed to reinforce and extend the concepts taught in class. Expect homework to be assigned daily, and it will be your responsibility to complete the assignment and check answers for accuracy. You should come in to the next class period prepared to ask questions over any homework problems not understood. No late work from a unit will be accepted after the unit test is taken.
GRADING
In order to receive full credit on any assignment, ALL WORK MUST BE SHOWN!!! No credit will be given for answers only without any work unless otherwise stated. In addition, all students are expected to complete their own work. Daily grades are calculated using weighted grades and are cumulative for an entire semester: (Upon notice, weights may be subject to change.)
1. Problem Solving Problems (10%) – Include at least one for each unit. 

2. Tests (65%) – Include unit tests and cumulative mid-term tests
3. Homework/Misc (10%) – Points for projects, homework assignments, homework quizzes, target quizzes,    participation points, and other assignments or activities may be included.
