Homework:  Students will be expected to keep all notes, assignments, quizzes, and other work in an organized notebook.  Notebooks might be used on some quizzes and tests.  There will be an assignment almost every day.  Homework is a chance for you to practice new concepts.  You should show all work on the problems that require it.  NO CREDIT will be given for only the answer on those types of problems.  
Homework Grading: Grading will vary during the year.  I will sometimes check for completion or accuracy.  We will have an assignment every day, but we might not turn in homework every day.  If your assignment is not turned in for a grade the next day, then you are expected to keep your work to turn in at a later time.
Check website daily for notes and assignments!!  If you are absent it is your responsibility to check the website to see what you missed.

You will be responsible for checking the site daily for the assignments and also keeping your username and password.
