Team and Player Expectations
PRIORITIES

SCHOLASTIC ATTENDANCE
In order to be eligible to participate in practice or meets, all athletes are required to be in attendance at school all day. The coach must have written notice from parents of any scheduled appointments 24 hours prior to the appointment.  Any other absences must be excused through the office before an athlete will be allowed to participate. 

ACADEMIC ELIGABILITY
A student athlete must pass five (5) new courses the previous semester to be eligible to participate.  A coach has the choice to hold a player out of competition throughout the season if the coach feels it is in the best interest of the student/athlete.  Any team member that has an “F” or two “Ds” will be suspended from team activities for a minimum of 1 week, or until grades are brought up to the “C” range. 
PRACTICE ATTENDANCE

Practice is necessary to achieve team and individual goals.  Therefore, every player scheduled to practice is required to be there.  If you cannot be at practice, you must notify the coach personally, either in person or by phone. Missed practice means missed competition time. 

TRAVEL POLICY

In accordance with the district transportation policy, transportation will be provided to all athletes for all practices and competitions in district owned vehicles.  Due to the uniqueness of our sport, all practices/competition will be off school property.  In many instances, it is more convenient for athletes to drive themselves to practices and meets in district.  All athletes and parents are required to sign the Blue Valley USD 229 Student Transportation Consent and Release Form.  There are several options parents can choose from in relation to what type of transportation their daughter is allowed to take to and from practice/meets. 
PRACTICE AND MATCH ATTIRE

We will always dress appropriately at all practices and meets. No T-shirts, denim or “short” shorts (less than 5” inseam) are acceptable at any time.  Always wear a collared shirt.  
CLASS CONDUCT

Detentions are unacceptable.  If a player receives a detention, they must notify the coach immediately.  Failure to do so may result in suspension from the next meet.  All Saturday Schools or OSS/ISS will result in suspension from the next meet. 

ALCOHOL/DRUGS/TOBACCO

Being a successful athlete requires a healthy and responsible lifestyle which includes avoiding the use of tobacco, alcohol and illegal drugs.  The use of tobacco, alcohol or drugs is strictly prohibited by any athlete in this program.  The student/athlete in this program shall follow the district extra-curricular activities substance abuse guidelines, as well as Blue Valley Southwest guidelines, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, 365 days a year.  Players found in violation are subject to further disciplinary measures by the coaching staff.  

SPORTSMANSHIP
When at a practice or match, emotions must be controlled at all times.  Abusive or vulgar language or behavior will not be tolerated.  This means no cussing, no throwing clubs, etc. Respect must be shown to teammates, opponents, coaches, spectators and members of the facilities at all times. 

EQUIPMENT

All players are responsible for furnishing their own clubs and practice attire.  Players will be provided a bag to use while in season as well as uniform shirts.  All equipment that is lent to the player must be returned in the same condition in which it was received.  If you damage it, you will replace it. 

LETTERING

To earn a Varsity letter, you must play in six (6) varsity matches, and your score must be used in at least one of those six matches.  Players may also qualify by finishing in the top 6 players at the end of the season.  Lettering in a previous season does not guarantee lettering in subsequent seasons. Final decisions on all lettering is decided by coaches and administration. 
PLAYING TIME

Players for tournaments will be decided through qualifying rounds and scores.  Coaches may make decisions made in the best interest of the team on who will compete in a particular match.
