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ORAL PRODUCTION GUIDELINES 

BVSW World Language Department
Oral production points for speaking the target language will be kept and compared with the amount of English you speak during class.

Speaking perfect French or Spanish is not as important as simply trying to speak the language.   You will not always know all the words in the target language that you may want to use.  I'm not asking for fluency, but proficiency.  You need to try using words you already know to describe things you don't know. (This is known as circumlocution.)   This is a great way to learn new vocabulary!

Class oral production / participation points can be earned in the following ways IN THE CLASS:

· By speaking with friends and/or teacher whenever possible (before bell rings, in between activities, or at the end of an activity before time is up)

· By volunteering during class discussions, when grading homework or going over an in-class assignment (higher points awarded for more complex sentences and correct grammar use!)

· By participating in formal speaking activities set up by the teacher in the classroom or world language lab

· By reading with good pronunciation

The "A" Student:
speaks the target language regularly; in class with friends, in small groups/pair work, asks questions; the "A" student is an active participator; it is more than the "non-use" of English.  I want to HEAR the target language!

The “B” Student:
speaks the target language when participating in class and in small groups/pair work; asks questions in English and speaks English with his/her friends during class time.

The "C" Student:
speaks the target language in class activities, such as group and pair work, but not on a consistent basis.  He/She may rely on being called on as his/her primary source for earning points, but he/she does not actively seek out opportunities to speak the target language. 
The "D" student:
uses the target language sometimes, when called upon in class; does not actively participate; will tend to use English when visiting and asking questions.

The “F” student:  
chooses not to produce the target language in class.

Basically…once you’ve learned something…YOU need to use it!
Each time you speak, you will earn one of the following:


Important Notes:

· You may receive up to 3 points EACH time you speak. 

· *The 100% weekly oral production grade depends on the level in which you are enrolled:

· French/Spanish 1: 15 points

· French/Spanish 2: 20 points
· Spanish 2.5: 25 points

· French/Spanish 3: 30 points

· Spanish 3.5: 35 points

· Spanish 4: 40 points
· Honors French 4/Honors Spanish 4: 45 points
· AP Spanish 5: 50 points

· NOTE – The expectation for oral production for each level may increase second semester.

· If a week has fewer than 5 days, points will be prorated.  

· Anything you receive OVER the expectation becomes EXTRA CREDIT!  This is the ONLY way to earn extra credit.  So SPEAK the target language!
· NOTE – there will be a maximum per week not to exceed 110%.
NOTE - You may only earn oral production points outside of class once a week and you need to make an appointment with the teacher to make sure she is available.  This is not intended to replace your oral production in class – you may make up only the same number of points as you would earn in one class period (i.e. – 5 pts / day for level 2.5).   Points must be made-up before the unit assessments are completed.
*When you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up missed oral production points within 2 weeks.  
I will keep track of your speaking points by writing tally marks on a clip board.  You will receive a weekly oral point grade from these totals.  Students are more than welcome to see their speaking points at the end of each class period to monitor their progress.
1 point = basic effort (just for trying!)


2 points= basic effort + correct pronunciation
