Book Projects


Directions: One project is due each early dismissal Tuesday. A different project should be completed each time. Label your finished project with the number from below. Every OTHER early dismissal, you will present your project to the class.
1. Summarize the book in poem form with rhyme (minimum 20 lines).

2. Discuss in depth the relevance of the title (minimum three paragraphs).
3. Write a letter to the author responding specifically to the book (minimum three paragraphs).

4. Write a one minute radio advertisement persuading the public why they should buy and read this book.

5. Research and write a report on the author (minimum three paragraphs).

6. Pretend you're interviewing a person from the book. Write your interview in question and answer format (minimum ten questions with answers).

7. Compare and contrast the book with another you have read (minimum of three paragraphs)
8. Discuss cause and effect relationships you found in the book (minimum of three paragraphs).
9. Write an editorial based on a controversial issue in the book (minimum three paragraphs).

10. Design a time-line for events in the book (minimum 10 events).

11. Write a letter to one of the characters in the book, discussing specific details (minimum three paragraphs).

12. Create a glossary of unfamiliar words and phrases from the book (minimum of 10 words). Include parts of speech and a sentence using the word (not from the book).
13. Choose your favorite passage from the book. Copy it down and discuss what you found appealing about it (minimum three paragraphs).
14. Top 10 List - list (in complete sentences) ten things you learned from this book.

15. You're the reporter. Write a front page news story or a report live from a scene in the book (minimum three paragraphs).

16. Write your own test - a combination of matching, multiple choice, true/false, short answer, and essay. Include the answer key (minimum 10 questions).
17. Journal as you go - As you're reading the book, keep a two-sided reading journal. The left side should have quotes from the book and page numbers. The right side should have your questions, thoughts, observations, etc. (minimum ten entries).
18. Write a story in the book from a different point of view. Take an entire story (or part of it) and write a version as someone else would tell it (minimum three paragraphs). 
19. Write the diary a main character might have written. Imagine you are the person in your book. Write a diary for a minimum of one week as she or he would have done. 
20. Write a character sketch of someone in the book. This might be the central character or a minor supporting character in the story. Tell what he looked like, but also include favorite color, horoscope sign, sports liked, and even a bumper-sticker or a T-shirt (minimum three paragraphs). 
21. Rearrange a passage as a found poem. Find a particularly effective description or bit of action that is really poetry written as prose. Rewrite it. Leave out words or skip a sentence or two, but arrange it to create a poem (minimum ten lines). 
22. Write a parody of the book. Parody the entire book or one scene (minimum three paragraphs). 

23. Make a new book jacket. It should include an attractive picture or cover design, an original summary of the book, information on the author and illustrator, and information about other books by the author.
