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    Next week we will begin our FRIENDS unit.  We will review the letters E F G and H.  (ABCD was last week)  Our Vocabulary for the week is SPECIAL and PLAY.  Students will be learning 4 new sight words: a, an, here, & is. Our practice poem will be “Where is Thumbkin?”  “The Park” went home last week, and the paper reader coming home this week will be “Lunch.”  See the FYI to the left for a Homework idea to have somewhere to store these books.  In our stories this week, we will work to determine fantasy and realism, as well as find important information.  In math we have practiced counting, reading and writing 1-3, in depth next week is 1-5.  We will also have a Topic 1 test.  It looks like the math practice pages they do daily, but will say TOPIC TEST.   Our writing practice will involve finding IDEAS and things to write about.  They are working hard and doing great!!








Homework for the week will be for students to find and decorate an empty shoe box.  This can be an adult or child size box.  A good way to store your sight words would be to find a Ziploc sandwich or snack bag, and tape it to the underneath side of the box leaving the top open.  The sight word ring should fit in this baggie just right.  Then your child will be able to practice those words each night.  This week 4 more will come home, so they will already have 5 sight words they are expected to practice and know.  I will continue to give you ideas to encourage practice and learning in fun ways.  Any time you have a great idea that your child loved, feel free to share and I will pass it on!
