Students are not alone in their venture. Business savvy animated hosts offer advice at every turn. As in real life, the decisions a student makes about his or her business has consequences that extend far beyond profits and losses.

The program can be used in two ways:

1. Students can use the simulation starting over each time they use the program.

2. Students can register and earn extra points and badges to help them in the

business they are developing. The information is saved to their account so each

time they log in they can start from where they finished the last time.

Due to district policy we do not let students register in the Computer Lab but if they have registered at home with your permission, they may use that log-on at school. Please sign and have your student return the permission slip below so I will know your permission has been given.

During 2rd and 3rd quarter, the 5th grade classes will use the skills they have gained and create their own small business. Students will use computer programs they have learned to create the different documents they will need in their business.

_ Microsoft Word® will be used to design a business card and store layout

_ Excel® to develop a budget

_ Publisher® to design a flyer or brochure
_ PowerPoint® to give a presentation and create a commercial
