REVOLUTIONARY FACTS 





______Due March 2
Students will be given a grid with the names of all the “Spies” that we have lurking in our classroom. It is the student’s job as a detective to uncover 3 facts about each spy and write them on the grid.  The “WANTED” posters will be up in the room for students to gather their facts from.
INTERROGATIONS:    






__ March 4, 7, and 8
*Each person will be assigned to a group of students.  At that time they become a Revolutionary War Detective Group.  Each person can then reveal their secret identity ONLY to the people in their group.  
*Students will need to meet as a group in class, so as not to be overheard by others.

*Students will come up with a series of 5 Yes or No questions that they would like to ask the person who is being interrogated. 

*Each group will interrogate every other member of the class. 
*After the first round students will have an opportunity to get together and compare notes and try and determine the identity of the spies that were interrogated that day.  

*In the first round the correct match is worth 10 points, with no deductions for wrong answers.  The first round goes on until all students have been interrogated.  

**TEACHERS do NOT tell students which one of their guesses is correct; they just tell them their total points.

ROUND 2:

*In round two the process repeats itself.  The group is able to create 5 different questions for this interrogation round.

*Correct answers only are worth 7 points. 
FINAL:  
*In the final the groups can ask 3 more questions of one person. 
*Teams must turn in a guess for every person.  The teams receive 2 points for every correct answer.
