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Writer’s Workshop encompasses focused writing- assigned & self-selected in five genres and content areas, including longer research projects. Writer’s Workshop format includes Mini Lessons, Writing Time, and Sharing Time.

Text Types & Genres Students will write during the School Year:
Memoir: A memoir is writing that covers a short period of time in the life of the person writing it. Memoirs focus on the events, thoughts, and feelings of that person. They are often about a specific time or place or a moment in history that is important to the writer.
Historical Fiction: Historical fiction stories take place in the past. They have characters, settings and events based on historical facts, and they blend history and fiction into stories that could have happened.
Informational Reports: Informational reports provide facts and details about a topic based on the writer’s knowledge and research.
Opinion/Persuasive Letters: Persuasive letters are letters that try to convince readers to believe or do something.
Biographies: A biography is a factual retelling of another person’s life. The person may have lived long ago or in recent history, or the person may still be alive today. Biographies can cover a person’s entire life or just important parts of a person’s life.
Poetry: There are a variety of poetry styles in which students will be expressing their ideas in throughout the year.
