Magnets Vocabulary

Permanent Magnet: A magnet that does not lose its power.

Induced Magnetism: A piece of metal that is temporarily a magnet because it is close to another magnet.
Attract: When magnets pull together.

Repel: When magnets push apart.

Magnetic force: The reason magnets pull together or push apart.

Force: A push or pull.

Magnet: An object that sticks to iron or steel.

Prediction: An educated guess.

Electricity Vocabulary
Detector: Something you use to gather evidence.

D- Cell: The source of electricity, a battery.

Circuit: A pathway that electricity flows.

Filament: The small wires in a light bulb.

Circuit Board: Helps connect parts with wires.

Switch: Can open or close a circuit.

Open Circuit: Electricity cannot flow through.

Closed Circuit: Electricity can flow through.

Conductor: Something electricity can pass through (Know examples)

Insulator: Something electricity cannot flow though (Know examples)
