Sandwich Book Report Directions
Yum, yum!  You will be creating a book report with all the fixings!  For each part of your sandwich, you will be writing about or drawing something from the novel you read.  The directions below tell you what to write for each section.  Before you cut out and make your sandwich pieces, you will need to type and print all of your writing.  Then you may get construction paper and cut out your sandwich pieces.  Make sure you follow all the directions and proofread your writing.

Bread-Top slice:  Write your name, the title (remember to underline it!), the author, and the genre of the book.  10 pts
Bottom slice:  Draw a picture of your favorite part of the book.  10 pts
Meat slice:  Write a one-page summary of the book.  This should be at least three paragraphs (one for the beginning, one for the middle, and one for the end).  Make sure you tell all the important events.  15 pts
Lettuce:  Describe the book’s setting.  Use lots of details.  Also include the time the story takes place. 15 pts
Cheese:  Describe your favorite part of the book.  This should be related to the picture you draw on the bread slice.  Make sure you give plenty of reasons why this part of the book is your favorite. 15 pts
Tomato:  Describe the main characters.  Tell their names and give interesting details about each character.  Support your description of each character with details from the story.  20 pts
Overall appearance and neatness- 15 pts.
