You can use patterns to multiply decimals mentally by 10, 100, 
and 1,000.

Andrew starts selling his baseball cards for $0.10 each. After 
selling 10 cards, he has made $1.00. After selling 100 cards, he 
has made $10.00.

When you multiply by 
10 (101) Move decimal point by 1 place to the right

 100 (102) Move decimal point by 2 places to the right
 1,000 (103) Move decimal point by 3 places to the right
If Andrew sold 1,000 cards, how much money would he make?
