Each building will provide students the
opportunity to view the solar eclipse and order solar filter safety glasses that meet NASA’s
specifications, ensuring every student's eyes are protected throughout the event. We ask for your
support in reinforcing the importance of eye safety with your child ahead of the eclipse.
