World Autism Awareness Month - aims to increase
understanding and acceptance of people with autism.
National Arab American Heritage Month - recognizes the
achievements and contributions of Arab Americans to society,
culture, and American history.
Passover - evening of April 22-30 - a Jewish holiday
commemorating the Israelites’ liberation from slavery in Egypt.
Some families will observe the holiday with a special meal,
called a Seder, eating foods of symbolic significance and reciting traditional prayers.

Q: When will my graduation products be delivered?

Q: Do parents come to Class Day?
A: Yes! Class Day is a more intimate celebration of our graduates. Parents are invited to attend.
Sometimes siblings attend, as well.

Q: What happens if it rains the day of graduation?
A: If weather does not permit an outdoor graduation, the ceremony will be moved indoors to Blue
Valley West. Tickets will be required. The number of tickets each family will receive has not yet
been determined.
