Students will
continue to apply the creating skills they learned in general music to improvise simple rhythmic and melodic
patterns on their instrument using Beginning Strings rhythms and pitches.

GRADE LEVEL FOCUS

placed on developing instrument specific techniques. Students will gain independent music reading skills
specific to their instrument on beginning string pitches and rhythms. They will learn to be a member of an
ensemble and share their learning by giving performances with their class for an audience.
